Volunteers are Needed
for areas affected by the rains and flooding due to tropical storm Lee

The Command Post for Volunteers in the Bloomsburg area is being organized by AGAPE
Ministries.

They are looking for persons to help empty homes, clean homes, and shovel dirt out of
basements. Work Teams are being dispersed from the Command Post at 9:00 am and at 3:00 pm
each day.

Volunteers should wear clothing that you don't mind throwing out because you will get ex-
tremely dirty. If you have safety glasses that's great. In addition, you will need heavy work gloves
and boots (rubber are recommended). If you can bring a shovel, bucket and/or push broom that
would be helpful.

Volunteers can contact AGAPE directly to set up times they are available and once they get
there they will be assigned to a work group. They are looking both for groups and individuals willing
to help.

Proceed into
town and bare right onto Main Street. Make a Left onto Market Street (there is a statue and fountain
at that intersection). Make a Left onto E. 7™ Street (just over the railroad tracks) and Agape will be
on your left side a few blocks down the road.

Penn Northeast Conference Disaster Ministry Response to tropical storm Lee that caused
flooding damage to communities along the Susquehanna River

Representatives of our Disaster Response Ministry Team were on site in Bloomsburg on
Friday, September 9, 2011, and connected with the Pennsylvania VOAD (National Voluntary
Organizations Active in Disaster) officials.

We have already delivered 108 gallons of bleach, 26 buckets, 25 cases of water, 12 ammonia
cleaners, 21 mops, 350 masks, 500 pairs of gloves, 600 cleaning towels, 55 boxes of wet wipes,
toothbrushes, toothpaste, XL clothing, and 116 Cleanup Kits.

What can you and your church do to help?

1. At this time: do not send volunteers. Local officials are asking us to wait as the flood waters have
not completely receded and they need time to assess the damage. There will be a time
when volunteers are needed and we will contact you as soon as we hear from the VOAD
officials.

2. Make a contribution to the: PNEC Disaster Relief Fund and send it to: PNEC, 431 Delaware
Avenue, Palmerton, PA, 18071. We will use these monies to continue purchasing needed
supplies.

3. Start collecting:

Shovels, push-brooms, rubber boots (all sizes), mops, buckets, cleanup rags, toiletry
items, clothing for men and women (XL, XXL, & XXXL); Nurses who can volunteer a
few hours at the Red Cross Shelter in Berwick.

Lend A Hand Recruiting Volunteers for Disaster Assistance in Response to
Central Pennsylvania Flooding

Lend A Hand (LAH) is a Disaster Assistance Organization that has been sponsored by the
Presbytery of Carlisle since September, 2005. Since then we have sent 30+ mission trips to Missis-
sippi, 18 trips to lowa, as well as a variety of trips to Florida, Texas, Louisiana, Arkansas, New York
and Georgia. In addition, LAH has provided disaster assistance for residents in Central Pennsyl-
vania. Over 750 individuals have volunteered to accompany us on these trips T many of them going
over 20 times. Our volunteers have come from over 10 different Christian denominations, from Jew-
ish groups and some have had no church affiliation.

LAH is a certified VOAD organization registered with the Pennsylvania Emergency Manage-
ment Agency and the Federal Emergency Management Agency. As such, we can move into a dis-
aster area very quickly i crossing police and military lines that other groups could not pass.

Our volunteers have ranged in age from 14 to 84 and possess skills as varied as the ages
they represent. For the last five years we have taken a group of Elizabethtown College, PA, students
on a mission trip during their Christmas vacation. Skilled volunteers, who love to teach others their
skills, accompany every trip we take.

Due to recent record flooding, Lend A Hand is currently recruiting volunteers for disas-
ter assistance in the Central Pennsylvania area. The opportunity to help our neighbors is our
top priority at this time.  In addition, LAH has scheduled trips in October and November to Smith-
ville, MS, to help those who were impacted by the tornadoes in May.

- Burial sites include famous people such as artist Ben Austrian and local legend Matthias
Schambach

- The church has its roots in the circumstances surrounding the French and Indian War and the
many atrocities which occurred in Albany Township as early as 1757

- The church has been variously named Rosenthal, Bethel, Corner Church, and New Bethel
during its existence
